This way I will know that you are doing the work!Here is a review of the conditional tenses.
The Conditional Tenses
For sure! 
Zero Conditional
If you heat water to 100 degrees Celsius, it boils.
If + subject + present tense / subject + present tense
If/When I stop eating bread and pasta, I lose weight.

Probable 
First Conditional
If you get the ministry job I will be so happy.
If you get the job, we will celebrate.
If + subject + present tense/subject + will + infinitive
If I come to your town, I’ll call you.

Possible but not Probable   
Second Conditional
If I stopped eating bread and pasta and cake I would lose weight.
If+ subject+ past tense/subject + would + infinitive
If I won the lottery I would buy a house and a car.
If you went to the gym, you would  get fit.conditio

It’s too late to change anything now!  
Third Conditional
If I had started my diet two months ago I would have lost five kilos by now.
If I had listened to my mum, I would have stayed in Canada.
If+ subject+ had + past participle/subject = would have+ past participle.

Mixed Conditional
If I had listened to my mum, I would be in Canada now.
Third conditional/second conditional
A past action with an impact on the present.
